The project, Fundraiser for Denee, will be an off campus event. The Tammany Twirlers have donated the use of their facility to host the event and are also donating free square dancing lessons. The event will feature beers brewed at Good Shepherd LCMS, soft drinks made by our youth group, and food prepared by volunteers from our congregation. 

As of now, we have about 12 member volunteers and have received $250.00 from Thrivent and another $100 from a member of our congregation. I have also personally donated over $300.00 in supplies that have been used to brew high quality craft beers for the event. 

As we discussed, Denee Garrett of Sebring, Florida will be the beneficiary of the proceeds from this fundraising event. Denee is the cousin of my wife, Katie. Denee was in a motorcycle accident on March 31, 2016. She lost her right arm from the shoulder down, lost her right leg from the knee down, and her face was severely damaged in the crash. She was emergency airlifted to a hospital in critical condition. Two of the witnesses that saw the accident knew her (were travelling in a car behind her) and were also nurses. Had they not been there, she likely would have died on the scene. She is the single mother of Kristin, age 19, Kaci, age 14, and Alan, age 9. Denee had just started a new job as an LPN and her insurance had not yet taken effect at the time of the accident. All proceeds from the sale of tickets, raffles, a silent auction, and any other donations received at the event will be given to Denee to help her as she goes through painful rehabilitation therapy and several subsequent surgeries to reconstruct her face and some internal organs damaged in the crash.
